Purpose





The S3tvout3 utility is a standard system Property Sheet that can be accessed when the user invokes Display Properties. S3tvout3's main purpose is to allow users to switch between CRT and TV and make adjustment for TV standard, TV output signal type, brightness, contrast, color, tint, TV position, Flicker Filter, Horizontal size, Vertical size, and Aperture Correction. It also displays graphics controller and driver version information.

Added code to prevent loading the utility if the display driver doesn’t return correct chip ID information.


Implemented a workaround for CR23449, gray the “sharpness” checkbox and slider bar when flicker filter value sets to 0/1 (notch 1/2).

Known Limitations or Issues


The followings are known hardware/BIOS issues:


Setting aspect ratio lock on causes TV out of sync in certain cases.


Vertical size control doesn’t work properly when flicker filter gets set to 2-6.

The main key for S3TVOut3 utility is HKLM\SOFTWARE\S3\S3TVOUT3, all the sub keys and values are below this main key.


 


This main key defines some values. FileName defines the dll file name as "S3TVOUT3.DLL"; UtilityName defines the utility name as "S3TVOUT3 Utility"; Both are for S3Info utility to use; AlwaysEnableTVDevice takes value of “ON” or “OFF”, this is used when BIOS can not detect TV, we can use this flag to turn on TV. ApertureControlSupport flag also takes value of “ON’ or “OFF”. If it is “ON”, the utility display the Aperture Correction page, if it is “OFF”, Aperture Correction page is not shown.





Resolved Issues


The following issues are resolved in this release:


CR23473:	WHQL Multi-Monitor, Install Virge GX2(PCI) as Primary and Savage3D (AGP) w/32K BIOS as Secondary: S3TVout3 tab shows in Savage3D property.





Workarounds for the following hardware/BIOS issues are implemented in this release:


CR23449:	Seemingly non-linear operation of "Sharpness" slider (SIT).

Special Build Notes





Installation Instructions


To install S3tvout3 standalone, right-click the S3tvout3.inf file and choose Install.  This should copy the necessary files to your Windows system directory and update the Registry with the correct settings.





To install S3tvout3 with its accompanying driver, follow the driver install instructions, and S3tvout3 should be installed at the same time.





Test Recommendations


Please refer to the driver test recommendations. In addition, follow the instructions below:


Test the ability to turn on and off TV on “Switch” tab.


Test the ability to set and read TV standard and TV output signal type settings on the main page.


Test the ability to set Flicker Filter and sharpness, on “TV enhancement” page.


Test the ability to adjust brightness, contrast, color, tint on “TV enhancement” page.


Test the ability to adjust TV horizontal/vertical size and position on “TV adjustment” page.


Test the ability to select test patterns for adjusting TV output image on “TV adjustment” page.


Check the graphics controller and driver version information on “Information” tab.


Make sure uninstall works correctly in both Windows 95 and Windows 98 (go to Control Panel, then Add/Remove Programs, and choose S3tvout3 to remove).


Test under the following foreign language versions of Windows: French, Italian, German, Spanish, Danish, Dutch, Finnish, Norwegian, Portuguese, Swedish and Thai, verify all text on the UI and the context sensitive help displays properly.





Note:


Thai is not fully support in this release, this issue will be addressed in future releases.


Since blocking code for the followings has been removed from the utility.


aspect ratio lock always off.


disable horizontal size control in 720 mode.


disable vertical size control if flicker filter value is not 0/1.


Please assign all problems related to flicker filter on/off, aspect ratio lock on/off, horizontal/vertical size control to hardware/BIOS team.


Aspect ratio lock support can be turned off by setting the following registry flag:


HKLM,SOFTWARE\S3\S3TVOUT3,AspectRatioLockSupport,,"OFF"
