Tools for Checking the Wordinstallation
This file contain some macros to check the word version and some registry keys. You can move the startup path for the current user and uninstall unused addins and templates.

Check the word installation

Go to the menu Tools – Macro – Macros (dt. Version: Extras – Makro – Makros). Select the macro CheckRegistry and click on Run.

Get the startup path

The macro GetStartupPath gives the name of the startup directory. Go to the menu Tools – Macro – Macros (dt. Version: Extras – Makro – Makros). Select the macro GetStartupPath and click on Run.

Change the startup path

Be careful to run this macro! Usually there is no need to run that macro. Contact SAP Support for more information! 

To run that macro go to the menu Tools – Macro – Macros (dt. Version: Extras – Makro – Makros). Select the macro ChangeStartupPath and click on Run. To activate the new settings please restart  Winword open this file again.

Uninstall Add-Ins

To uninstall unused addins and templates use the macro UnInstallAddIns.

Location of the Temp-directory

Use the macro GetTempDir.

Set logging On for wswinsrv and the word macros

Run the macro SetLoggingOn. The macros writes a logfile in the temporary directory. 
(e.g. c:\temp) The file name is wwr3log.txt. The server process wswinsrv writes a logfile called wswinsrv.log.

Set logging Off for wswinsrv and the word macros

Run the macro SetLoggingOff.

Set wswinsrv to edit RTF files only.

Do this in some cases of converting problems. After editing a file some characters are not converted. (e.g. Each line in the document begins with the character „.“ or „%“.) This occurs on some AS400 machines. Use the macros SetRTFOnlyOn and RTFOnlyOff. Contact the SAP Hotline for more details.
