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Introduction

The Digi SYNC/570 and SYNC/570i are high-perfor-
mance expansion boards for computers. The SYNC/
570 adds two synchronous/asynchronous serial ports
while the SYNC/570i adds two or four synchronous/
asynchronous ports.

Install the Adapter
Step 1. Configure the Motherboard I/O Address

Before installing the SYNC/570 or SYNC/570i in a
system, you must set the Input/Output (I/O) address.

Set the multi-segment switch on the main board. This
switch sets the starting 1/0 address for the block of
