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L Software Installation Instructions

Before you begin

¢ Install the hardware

TheDIGIdfp installation program auto-senses the adapter model installed in your system. For
this reason, installing adapters before installing the driver is preferable—but it is not required. If
the boards are present in the system, the driver install program can build configuration files with
the correct information in them. If not, default information is used until the hardware is
installed.

The hardware installation process for the DataFire PRIme adapter is described separately in the
DataFire PRIme (PCI) Installation Instructiortard. Please refer to it for detailed instruction
regarding hardware installation and setup. Up to three adapters can be installed in one system.

Note: IRQs are not used by the DataFire PRIme adapter.
« Be sure that you have at least 4.5 Megabytes of disk space available for the software.

Installation Notes

« These instructions assume that the file transfer finishes properly. If an error occurs during
any step of the transfer process, you will see an error message displayed on your console.
You should resolve the problem before continuing to the next step.

« After the files have been transferred, you will still needdofigure the driver, using
wancfg before you can use it in your system.



Installation Instructions

Follow the instructions in this section to transfer the driver files from the installation diskette to the
appropriate destinations on your system.

1.

Login as root.

2. Ifinstalling from diskettes, insert the first diskette into the diskette drive on your system.

At the command prompt, enter the following if you are installing from diskettes:
pkgadd -d diskettel

Typego to begin installation, and when prompted, selectti&ldfp package to install.
Or, if you are using an ftp binary, enter:

pkgadd -d

The installation script will begin to execute and you will see installation messages on your con-
sole.

If you are installing from diskettes, you will be prompted to insert the second and third disk-
ettes.

Typego once the diskette is in place.

. Areboot is necessary only if tipkgadd program requests it.
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What Next?

Use thewancfgutility to:
« Configure ISDN and PPP parameters for each adapter in your system
« Create the configuration files that will be used to make connections to other computers
« Setup Pools of IP addresses that can be assigned to remote devices that request them
« Start thempdandnetddaemons that handle call activity

Location of Files

The installation script places ISDN-PRI files in various subdirectories:
« Driver files are located ifusr/kernel/drv
GUI files are located ifusr/lib/snetand/ustr/lib/snet/wancfglib
« ISDN network configuration files are located/ursr/lib/snet/template
« MLPPP network configuration files are locatedusr/lib/snet/mpd
* FEP and BIOS files are located/irsr/lib/snet
« Default template files are located/ursr/lib/snet/template

variable)

Removing the Driver Package
To remove the Solaris driver for DataFire Prime, follow these instructions:

1. Login as root
2. At the command prompt, type the following:
pkgrm DIGIdfp

The driver files will be removed.
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
