Type go  to begin installation. 

• From an ftp binary:
pkgadd -d filename
where filename is the name you chose during download

. When prompted, select the DIGI570 package to install.

The installation script will begin to execute and you will see installation messages on 
your console. Next the Digi driver will load, and then port device names will be cre-
ated. These names and their port and adapter mapping will be displayed to the con-
sole.

Enter the number of adapters that you have installed in your system.

• Memory address of each ISA adapter 

• I/O address of each ISA adapter (as set on the adapter via a DIP switch)
