Requirements

Before you install the software, make sure you have done the following:

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Installing to a UNIX System

When installing to a UNIX system from a CD, you use two directories:
the installation directory and the base directory. The installation
directory holds the temporary installation files and can be deleted after
installation. The default location determined by the installation script is
Jusr/sts or var/sts. The base directory is the permanent diretory and
contains installation and removal scripts, documentation, files, and
source files. The following table contains the base directories for each
UNIX system.

Toinstall, do the following:

1. Attheroot prompt, login asroot.

2. For dl platforms except IRIX, create an installation directory.
Example: mkdir /cdrom

3. Mount the CD-Rom using the appropriate command listed in the fol -
lowing table. If you download from the Internet, download your file
to the installation directory you created in Step 2.
Note: For the IRIX and Solaris 2, the CD-ROM is automatically
mounted.

Follow the prompts as the program guides you through the installa-
tion. A new operating system kernel isbuilt during theinstallation on
operating systems not using loadable kernel modules. A backup of
the old kernel is retained with the filename extension, pre-sts, for the
SCSl files. You will be able to boot from the backup kernel if the
new kernel fails.

Note: HP-UX 10 and 11 SCSI and EtherLite drivers use the .prev
extension instead.

Reboot your system to install the hardware.

Note: Do not perform the following step on Al X or Solaris systems.
Login as root, change to the installation directory, and execute the
install command.

Additional system administration tools may be needed to configure
individual ports for use with terminals, modems, and printers. This
information is found in the setup.txt and setup.html filesin the base
directory

installation process. Complete information about these utilities can be
obtained by entering the command nan product nane. Every
driver does not necessarily include al the utility programs. The table
below gives abrief description of each utility program.

Execute the Remove command to remove al Digi devices nodes,
driver files, and to restore the system configuration files. Many sys-
tems require areboot for these changes to take effect.
