If the DataFire RAS 4 B4ST is not that device, you 
ill need to change the switch setting from Terminated to Open (see Step 8 of the Instal-
tion procedure). Ensure that the terminating resistors in the farthest ISDN device are 
nabled, and that the NT1 is set to 100 Ohm termination.
