Introduction

An AccelePort® Xr 920™ host adapter easily expands the number of 
EIA-232 ports available on your computer, allowing you to attach addi-
tional peripheral devices, such as modems, ISDN terminal adapters, or 
serial printers, directly to your computer. 

As shown in the figure below, a 2r 920 host adapter has two connectors, 
each providing an EIA-232 peripheral port connection.

Step Three: Install peripheral cabling
You can connect modems, ISDN terminal adapters, serial printers (or any 
other standard EIA-232 device to be controlled by applications on the 
computer) to an AccelePort 2r 920 host adapter by installing a cable 
between the peripheral and the adapter. 

On the peripheral end of the cable, the connector you use depends on the 
requirements of the peripheral. The other end of the cable must fit the 
male DB-9 connector on the 2r 920 host adapter. These are the pin 
assignments:

cation of components. You can locate peripherals a distance from the 
adapter, but you must be sure that the cables you use to make the con-
nection are properly constructed. To achieve the greatest reliability 
over distance, cables should be:

• Shielded, low capacitance, and preferably designed specifically 
for serial data transmission.

• Grounded at both ends of the cable.

• Routed away from noise sources such as generators, motors and 
fluorescent lights.

able Connections. Before beginning the installation, be sure that you 
have a cable for each peripheral that you will be attaching to the 
adapter. The AccelePort 2r 920 has two DB-9 connectors. The con-
nector type that you need at the other end of the peripheral cable 
depends on the type of connector on the peripheral.

You will need to be sure that you have cables of the correct length and 
with the right connectors to properly attach the devices you want to 
use.
